THE NATURE OF PERIPHERAL BLOOD ALPHA-AMYLASE ACTIVITY IN PATIENTS
WITH ACUTE PANCREATITIS

Abstract. Acute pancreatitis is characterized by significant disorders in various stages of homeostasis. a-amylase is an
important marker of inflammation and destruction of pancreatic tissue, but data on the dynamics of this variable is contro-
versial. The aim of the study was to determine the dynamics of a-amylase activity of peripheral blood depending on the
form of acute pancreatitis. The study includes the results of dynamic examination of 34 patients with various forms of acute
pancreatitis. Among them, 9 (26,47 %) had infiltrative edematous form, 25 (73,53 %) — necrotizing pancreatitis. The mean
age of patients was 48,11+5,99 years. Male patients prevailed — 22 (64,71 %). The etiology of acute pancreatitis in 11
(32,35 %) patients — of biliary genesis, in 9 (26,47 %) —alcohol, in 14 (41,18 %) — alimentary genesis. It is established that
the highest a-amylase activity was observed in patients with pancreatic necrosis, but high variability of this indicator and
the lack of direct correlation between the level of a-amylase and severity of pancreatitis does not allow recommending this
option as a prognostic test. The nature of the changes of blood amylase activity in acute destructive pancreatitis proves de-
velopment of cytolytic syndrome, which, however, has no clear relationship to severity of acute pancreatitis.
